POLICY
Rationale:

· Home Learning complements classroom learning, fosters independent study habits and encourages students to be responsible life-long learners.
Aims:

· To reinforce and / or extend classroom learning.
· To develop organisational and time management skills, self-discipline, research skills and personal responsibility for learning.

· To allow for completion of classroom tasks as required.

Implementation:

· Home Learning will be consistently implemented within each year level.
· Classroom teachers will set Home Learning appropriate to children’s skill level and age.

· Classroom teachers will inform parents of Home Learning criteria at Information Sessions early in the year.

· Parents will have the opportunity to communicate with teachers through Student Diaries in upper grades for clarification of tasks.

· The consequence of unfinished Home Learning tasks will be dealt with according to each classroom’s behaviour management plans.

Evaluation:

· This policy will be reviewed as part of the school’s five-year review cycle.
