         Sun Safe- Skin Safe
Rationale:

Whilst we need sunlight to make the essential vitamin D in the body, too much of course is a skin cancer danger. Australians have the highest incidence in the world of skin cancer related to ultra violet radiation.
Aims:

1. To increase student and community awareness of skin cancer risks and practical means of protection.
2. To develop strategies which encourage responsible decision making about skin protection.

3. To work towards a school environment which provides shade for students and teachers.
Implementation:
1. The whole staff will be responsible for implementing this policy.
2. Children will be required to wear Anti-Cancer Council approved close-weave broad brimmed hats (at least 8cm rigid brim during terms 1 and 4) whenever they are outside.
3. Children without WNPS sunsmart hats will be restricted to designated shaded areas. 
4. Sunsmart activities and sun protection will form part of the Health and Physical Education curriculum at all year levels. 
5. WNPS sunsmart hats and sunsmart clothing are compulsory Terms One and Four each year including camps and excursions.
6. The use of UV protection for outside activities will be strongly encouraged.

7. Teachers will provide information, stimulate awareness and act as role models.

8. The Building and Grounds subcommittee will be responsible for providing shade protection.
